WASHINGTON, (AP)— A North
Dakota group Wednesday claimed
it has discovered a big uranium
deposit in the state. It said the
finding has been confirmed by an
atomic energy commission engi-
neer's preliminary check.

Dr. H. A. Wheeler of Mandan,
N. D., chairman of the board of
the Manidon Mining Co., told a re-
porter that a geologist it employed
stated the find was the largest in
the U. S. outside of the Colorado
plateau.

Wheeler said the find is in the
Amidon area, 165 miles south of
the Saskatchewan border. He said
the land is owned by the Evan-
gelical Lutheran Church of Min-
neapolis and his firm has leased
all 7,000 acres owned by the
church.

From surveys by the geologist,
Wheeler sald, the deposit is heav-
iest in some 1,500 acres and it is
estimated there are 4,000,000 tons
of uranium ore in that restricted
area. :
