Grade 8 Examinations

The Deputy Minister noted that

there had been much criticism of
late regarding the examinations in
Grade 8. He felt that the teachers
themselves should decide the grad-
irg of pupils in the lower grades.
The Department, he said, did of-
fer occasional suggestions regard-
mg Grade 8 as some teachers
were prone to grade on “the hard
side, and somg on. the easy side.”
