SoLpIER FLOGGED.—Yesterday morning at

for the reputation of the British army, are of rare
occurrence, took place, nawely, the adwministra-
ting of fifty lashes to a poor unfortunate soldier
who had been found guilty by court wartial. The
punishment was wilicted in preserce of the whole
regiment, and of hundreds of spectators who lined
the wall along Anne street.  T'he soldier was tied
