Country Roads.

Sir,—In a February No. of your paper
one of your correspondents called attention
to the way our roads were disfignred by re-
Now, this we ad-
mit is bad enough. but if decently doue, it
is nothing compared to the practice of seme
farmers in carting away year after year
clay and gravel from the road-sides for the
purpose of banking their houses in the fall ;
leaving deep ditches, which are not only
unsightly, but positively dangerous in
winter and early spring, when travellers are
obliged to drive anywhere inside the fences
It is time something

There is another matter which is

worthy of careful consideration, that is, the
width of our roads.
off wide enough, but the road-way proper
or track is generally made too narrow.
late years it has been the practice in work-
ing roads to make deep ditches, and pile up
the road as high and as narrow as possible.
Now, the deeper the ditches and parrow the
roadway, the worse the road, invariably.

It is true they are laid

Of

Unless there is sufficient fall to carry it off,

these deep ditches will hold the surfacs

water, which soaks into the narrow road
and keeps it wet. Many roads are made so
narrow that there can be but one track for
carts or wagons. The wheels go in the
same tracks and where a rut is started every
other wheel digs it deeper and soon you are
in to the hub. This is especially the case
inthe fall. You cannot turn oat of the
track for fear of turning over.

Now there is no reason why there should
not be, at least, 20 or 25 feet of track, over
any part of which & team could pass, and
then the teamster could avoid the ruts,
however small, and there would be no deep
oues. The ditches need not be very deep,
but the track should be wide and just
crowning enough to cast the water. I think
the same amount of labor asis now ex-
pended, applied as above indicated, would
keep the roads in good repair,

If this plan on paper does not strike

supervisors and farmers, as good sense, let

them try the experiment on the worat piece

of road they can find.
