OTTAWA, Sept. 22 SCP) —In
need of cash? Design a new idea
for a door knocker, house number,|
letter box or bell push and per-
haps you'll win $1,630.

Or you might try creating some-
thiry fine and modern in the line
of chairs and writing  desks and
get a chance to share in a total of
$7,000 in prize money.

That's the amount of cash Can-
ada’s National Industrial Design
Committee offered today as it
launched a new country-wide con-
test to build up industrial design-!
ing talent in Canada. |

The contest is open mainly to
professional designers, but any-
one can enter as long as he under-
stands the technique of mass pro-
duction and the economic pos-
sibilities of marketing his product.

Behind the committee’s offer is
the hope that Canada  may be
able to stimulate greater use of
trained Canadian talent in de-
signing mass-produced manufact-
ured goods which can, compete
with similar goods of other count-
ries.

The new  competition, which
closes next Jan, 15, covers pro-
ducts of both wood and aluminum.
Designs can be submitted for:

1. A chair made basically of
wood or plywood for use in Canad-
ian homes,

2. A chair made basically of
aluminum for use either in homes,
gardens, restaurants or offices.

3. A writing desk made basically
of wood or plyweod for a small
home or apartment.

4. A set of designs for dny four

Fleet Mail Office
Activities Reviewed

etters are one of the Navy's
greatest morale boosters. Wherever
R C.N. ships sall—in Korean, Med-
iterranean, South Pacific or West
Indian waters—it is the responsi-
kility of the Fleet Mail Office to
keep those letters going to the
ships.

Typical Fleet Mail Office is that
in HM.C. Dockyard at Halifax. As
busy as any small town post office,
it handles nearly 20 bags of mail
cvery day. As well, more than 3,-
00G registered letters and all regu-
lar naval correspondence passes
through the little red brick bufld-
ing. Like any civillan post office,
the FMO has bhanking facilities;
money order and stamp sales all
regulated by the Canada Post Of-
{ice.

Normal Canadian postal services
bring letters for service personnei
from all over the Dominion to the
FMO. Twice daily a naval truck

calls at the main post office in

Halifax and brings the bundles to
the Dockyard. Here the staff sorts
the mail for the ships and shore
establishments, and looks after
the distribution. Mail for ships on
cruises is given first preference.

Another responsibility of the
FMO is the speedy dispatch of
service mail. The postage rates on
this alone amounts to more than
2,500 each month.

In addition to the normal de-
mands, the FMO also extends its
amazingly complete services to
visiting ships of all nations.

Despite the extreme care of the
FMO staff mail often piles up—
because of shortsightedness or
carclessness on the part of the
sender, Much of the mail for ships
on cruises arrives at the post of-
fice with insufficient postage
which means that it must await a
merchant ship which will carry it
to its destination.

The invention of an increasing
number of time-saving devices is
having the paradoxical effect of
leaving us with more and more
time on our hands but with less
and less reason for saving it.

Time is a precious thing to have,
provided one knows what to do
with it, It all depends on what
use we make of it. 0
‘The alarming fact is that more
and more people are tending to
nezlect the right uses of time
they formerly learned from their
Christian faith. As the meaning
of life grows dimmer in their
minds, so does their estimation of
time become more confused. The
result is that some appear (o
spend their lives merely putting in
time rather than getting some-
thing of real value out of it. They
go on aimlessly from moment to
moment with no more direction to=
ward life's goal than the hockey
player has toward scoring when
he is ragging the puck.

Bvery moment of time is an cppor-
tunity of gaining something more
valuable than time. Time is not
an end in itself. But it is as idle
to use one’s time seizing the wrong
opportunities as it is in just let
ting opportunities pass by. Neith-
er wrong action nor inaction brings
one any closer to the goal. Hence
there is no reason to save time
that will only be idled away.
It i{s very easy for us to idie
away our time either by giving
our life no conscious direction or
by giving it a wrong direction.
Bveryone's life, it is true, has
a direction in that everyone by a
kind of native instinct desires hap-
piness. The tragedy, however, is
that so few today are truly cn-
lightened about the real source of
happiness and consequently pursue
it down an infinity of blind al=
leys, each time ending in inevit-
able frustration.

One truth that is olear to a
mind unclouded by emotion is that
true and perfect happiness is con-
ditioned by permanence and there-
fore must be sought in something
outside time rather than in some
temporal possession. Material
wealth and honor and fame and
carthly pleasures have all been

Tht mistakes people have made

about this long ago and the mis-

takes they are making today only *
genuine
happiness for man is discoverable "

solely in the pursuit and the pos=
session of some good which trans-

cends the impermanence of time.
One cannot be perfectly happy so
lang as one fears that the hap-
piness won't endure.

This means that we must look
for happiness in the possession
not of a temporal, but an eternal
good. In the last analysis, this
eternal good must be identical
with the supreme good. In other
words, Ged alone is the object
which can perfectly satisfy the-
infinite capacity of the human
heart. As St. Augustine so beaut=
ifully expressed it in his Confes-
sions, “our hearts are restless un-
til they rest in Him."

It follows that whatever use we
nrake of time which is not at bot«
tom directed toward the goal of
life, that is to say, which is not
motivated by the love of God, is
tantamount to a waste or an abuse
of time.

On the other hand, every mo-
ment of time that js spent in the
exercise of action prompted pri-
marily by the love of God s an
approach to the dfulfillment ot
time's purpose in eternity.

To use time well then, means
to relate each fleeting moment of
time with the goal of life by mot-
ivating all our actions with the
love of God. This applies even to
the most ordinary actions of the
day, such as bathing in the morn-
ing, eating breakfast, and driving
to work.

In the long run, it matters little
what the nature of our activity
may be or whether the time of
our action is a surplus left over
by a time-saving device. The im-
portant thing to remember is that
time has a real value for us only
when it serves as a prelude to
eternal happiness. If used for any
other end, there is no more point
to the multiplication of time-
saving devices than there is to
saving time itself.
