now uniied and enthwriastic.

“The Arcbdeacen bas arranged for filling
Rev. Mr Forbes’ place at Alberton, while
the rectors of the ether parishes, without
exception,report favorably upon the year’s
work,

“We are sorry to say that Cherry Valley
is still unprovided for, and there seems to
be little hope of a satisfactory arrangement
been reached im the immediate fuiure.

*“If, bowever, there is some ground for
congratulation, there 18 much aleo for
sober reflection. Entering as we new
are upom the laat year of the 19th cen-
tury, & retrespective glance at the hie~
tory of the church en this Island dur-
ing the past hundred years, must draw
forth the admission that eur portion to-
day falls very short of what might have
reasenably been expected. It s to be
hoped that the realizatios of this may
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inspire us with a determination to attack
the difficulties :hat confromt us mere
zealously and more intell geutly in the
future than we have dene in the past.

“Theugh as regards our home relations
the year has been comparatively unevent-
ful, onteide of these it has been
tar otherwise, for we, in commen with
other portions of the Empire, have been
called upon to face the dread issues
of war, and, for the first time im our his-
tory to send our eens across the ocesan,
to sustain omr cowntry’s cause. A num-~
ber f our men are mew at the front in
South Afries, others are nearing Cape
Town, with whom the Rev. W.J. Cox,
but lately 8 member of our ministerial
renks goes torward as chaplain, aod still
others are being enrolled. R joice as we
may at the outburst of patrictic spirit
which has been called forth the dread
penalties whieh attaeh to such confl cts
are net to be ignored.

“This truth has already been forced
upen ue, for even now we are called upon
to mourn the lose of Captaio Heneley, who
was killed beriocally leading bis men into
actionin the batile of Venier’s Spruit. Most
fervently de we pray that the war with all
its horrors may speedily end in the tri-
umph of Truth and Righteousness and the
furtherance of God’s purposes for man-
kind.”

Reports from the various parishes were
then read by their respective rectors,
the ease of New Lovdon and
Kensinglon, the rector of which was tco
ill to be present.
