{ime goose hunters insisted that the
younger geese learned to secure

tresh water when 1t rained from sip-

ping the globules of water that
tormed in the hollow of their com-
panions backs or from their own
backs for that matter,

In 1949 the season on ducks
opened on October 1st and on geese
on October 20th, The goose season
closed on December 5tn  and the
duck season on November 24th or
thereabouts. Up until 1949 few
geese were seen in the province un-
til the first week in November but
the season the shooting dates were
‘split’ flocks of geese arrived during
the last week of September.

Last year (1951) the duck season
opened on October 1st and closed
on November 26tn. The goose sea-
son on October 18th to December o.
The first year of the split season
the gunners were on their good be-
